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BUILDER GUIDELINES

This year's theme is “Going Green”. Interest in green construction and development is booming
both nationally and locally. Consumers are increasingly looking to live in more environmentally-
friendly homes and communities as they realize the unsustainable nature of conventional practices
and the fact that buildings designed in concert with the environment are more comfortable,
healthier, more durable, and cost less to operate than those that are not.

These same benefits can be realized in the construction of the CVHN Cottages for Kids, offering
an incredible forum in which to promote more responsible methods of design and construction. As
with all buildings, the CVHN cottages should strive toward being long-lasting, using less energy
and water, respecting local conditions, and using materials that are less-toxic, renewable, and
locally-produced. Ultimately, achieving these goals helps to build a community that is safer and
healthier for the children CVHN serves.

Dimensions: Please limit the cottages to a maximum of three 8’-0” x 8'-0” modular units, see
sketches on page 3. The height and width limit is 16’-0".

Door: One door must be at least 5’-0” high.

Transport: Each builder must transport the cottage to the auction location at Rosemary Beach
(East Long Green).

Materials Used: Materials are left to the discretion of the builder/architect. All materials used must
be safe and non-toxic for children.

Finishes: Interior designers are encouraged to produce a finished product with interactive, fun,
and lively interiors with furnishings and accessories.

Utilities: No plumbing or electricity. The builder is encouraged to integrate renewable energy.

Security: Each cottage should either be lockable or should contain lockable elements within it to
prevent theft. If elements such as any props are loose inside the cottage they must be able to be
stored away inside a lockable container in the cottage, for example, a bench.

Trade Partners: It is our recommendation that you involve as many area trade partners for
material donations. If you need assistance in explaining this project to your trade partners, please
contact Susannah Rice at susannahrice@mac.com. We will ask you to provide a list of the trade
partners who contributed to your cottage before the cottages are displayed. In return the trade
partners will receive recognition in the event program and post-event acknowledgment.
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Signage: Cottages for Kids will provide double-sided exterior signs for the cottages, displaying the
name of the cottage, builder, architect, designer, etc. You are welcome to provide a place for the
display of the business cards of your trade partners.

Cottages for Kids

You can incorporate any green principles in the construction of your cottage, here are some ideas:

1. Consider the health of the children when specifying materials; minimize or eliminate the use
of toxic glues/paints/solvents and other toxic products; use mechanical fasteners rather
than adhesives where appropriate.

2. Look for opportunities to use leftover or salvaged materials.

3. Consider the distance building materials must travel to the job site; look for local and
regional materials that are transported shorter distances.

4. Avoid the use of tropical hardwoods; use domestic species of wood.

5. Promote efficient use of materials through optimum value engineering—designing a

structure to use the minimum amount of materials based on structural needs, standard

dimensions of building materials, etc.

Design for passive cooling and heating to help maintain indoor comfort.

Avoid products containing PVC (polyvinyl chloride).

Any lights, fans or other electrical devices should be directly powered by renewable sources

only.

9. Use low-toxicity paint/stain from natural, renewable sources instead of petroleum-based
products.
